IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS
Installation Instructions
1. Turn off AC power.
2. Using a flat head screwdriver, insert the blade into the two slots and pry

off the front cover (see figure 1).
3. Install the lamp heads by snaping them into place.

Note: for ceiling and end mount installation, the lamp heads can be
mounted in the forward or rear facing position (see figure 2).

4. Attach the connectors from the lamps to the PCBA (see figure 2).
5. Follow the proper mounting procedure below.

Wall Mount
a.   Remove the back plate from the packaging.
b. Knock out the proper hole pattern on the back plate, including the cen-

ter hole, to mount to a standard junction box by supporting the area
around the knock outs with two blocks of wood.

c. Remove the rear cover and diffuser.
d. Install the back plate on to the unit.
e. Feed the AC supply leads out through the center hole and make

the proper connections (See step 6 and Fig.8).

WARNING:
Risk of Shock.

Disconnect Power before Installation.
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Ceiling or End Mount
a.   Attach crossbar to junction box, set the longer blade of the crossbar

to touch the junction box.
b. Remove the mounting hole cover from the top or side of the unit

depending on your mounting configuration (see figures 4 or 5).
c. Install canopy according to mounting configuration (see figure 6).
d. Feed the unit wires the through canopy hole and make the proper

connections (See step 6 and Fig.8).
6. Make the proper connections (see figure 8):

a.   For 120VAC, connect the black wire (120VAC) and white wire (neu-
tral) to the building utility.

b. For 347VAC, connect the red wire (347VAC) and white wire (neutral)
to the building utility.

c. Feed wires back into the junction box.
7. Secure the unit to the junction box.
8. Attach battery connector to PCBA, reinstall the front panel and adjust

the position of the lamp heads as needed.
9. Install the appropriate pictogram panel into the faceplate by inserting

the bottom of the panel into the bottom for the faceplate then insert the
top of the panel into the top of the faceplate (see fig.9).

Connecting remote heads
No remote capacity for a signal battery unit.

Remote capacity for a double battery unit is 3.6V 2W maximum.
Use wire nuts to connect the remote head wires to the remote wires,
yellow is positive(+), purple is negative(-).

Maintenance
None required. Replace the batteries as needed according to ambient con-
ditions. Equipment must be tested regularly in accordance with local
codes.

CAUTION!
Risk of shock. Cap unused wires. In all cases, use
suitable wire nuts rated for the applicable voltage to
connect to wires.
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Insert canopy into housing at a 20 degree angle
and twist. Quick snap is now locked firmly.
Caution: Trying to remove the canopy after it is
locked into place may cause damage.
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
